ALTAR CARE: If you can set a table and wash dishes, which you probably
. already do at home, you are nearly trained at being an altar care

volunteer. Altar care volunteers set the communion cups on the altar
and bring the wine and bread out to the usher station before the service
starts. Afterward, they wash the cups and put them away. Complete
training will be provided.

COMMUNION SERVERS: This is one of the most hands-on volunteer opportunities
within the weekly service.
